The work top shall have the size 2100mm X 1000mm made up of 50mm thick Pre-laminated particle board of grade II of IS 12823 with approved laminate and finish as per approved shade. The top shall be 50mm thick on edges, after 100mm from edges it should be 25mm thick.
